Pattern for Progress is working 

on MTAõs Transit Oriented 

Development (TOD) Commit-

tee to plan compact, walkable 

communities centered around 

transit centers. Strategies aim 

to focus as much as two -thirds 

of the regionõs new residential 

and commercial growth within 

a half mile of MTA stations or 

services by 2030.
