Assessing the Need - County Planners from Dutchess, Ulster 
and Orange previewed the Tri-County Regional Housing 
Needs Assessment.  Among the findings, a decline in house-
hold size has resulted in a 20,000 unit gap between existing 
housing supply and the demand from households making less 
than 120% of the county median income.  The study estimates 
that Dutchess currently needs 7,165 additional units while 
Orange needs 7,846 and Ulster 5,568.  Next steps will be to 
estimate future demand and determine how to allocate the 
total demand fairly among some 66 towns and cities. (More)
